



An allegation of drug use/misuse





Discovering drugs or drug-related paraphernalia








Inappropriate behaviour





Possession / possession with intent to supply / supply of drugs





Assess situation and decide action.


Secure First Aid and send for additional staff support if necessary.


Make situation safe for all pupils and other members of staff.





Carefully gather up any drugs and/or associated paraphernalia/evidence.


Pass all information/evidence to the Designated Teacher for Drugs.





Write a brief factual report of the incident and forward it to the Designated Teacher for Drugs.





Respond to First Aiders advice/recommendations regarding the incident.


In the case of an emergency inform parents/guardians immediately.


Take possession of any substance(s) and/or associated paraphernalia.








Inform the Principal.


Take responsibility for pupil(s) involved in the suspected incident.








Ensure the following people are informed where relevant:


- Parents/Guardians;


- Community and Schools Involvement Officer (PSNI);


- Board of Governors; and


- Designated Officer in WELB





Determine the circumstances surrounding the incident.





Complete an incident report form and forward it to the Principal.





Agree pastoral and/or disciplinary responses including counselling services/support.





Forward a copy of the incident report form to the Chairperson of the Board of Governors and the Designated Officer within the WELB if appropriate.





Review procedures and amend, if necessary.
